Greetings:

In a conversation with Governor Holden and Time Daniel from the State Homeland Security the following information was shared:


1.  Homeland Security Secretary Ridge has said there will never be a National Threat Level Red!  A threat level red will only be used for specific geographical locations when a credible and specific threat or event will occur.  As an example, that means there may be an incident in San Francisco and they may be raised to a level red.  That level in San Francisco will not effect Missouri.


2.  There are no known active terrorist targets in the State of Missouri.


3.  There always has been and always will be the need to be aware of domestic terrorist groups, though they have not been recently active.


4.  It is believed that any current terrorist event that is related to the war would occur in the early days and be less probable as the war is continued.


5.  We are encouraged to be ever vigilant, report suspicious activity, but go about our daily routine and life style.

The Missouri Office of Homeland Security has also issued a formal statement.
