4. Rezoning--Annexation (Richland Road)

• Zoning established due to annexation
• 271.49 acre tract of land
• South of Richland Road, near Eastport 

Neighborhood Park
• Tract to be PUD and CP
• Approx 1300-1500 residential units
• Before P&Z Commission June 18, 2009





P&R Staff Comments
• Large number of residential units indicate a need 

for a neighborhood park.
• Richland Road divides the tract from Eastport 

Neighborhood Park.
• Recommend 5-10 acres be set aside for a 

neighborhood park. 
• North Fork of the Grindstone Creek runs through 

this property. 
• Recommend that a 50-100 ft trail easement be set 

aside for future trail. 





Suggested Commission Comments
• Could have an adverse impact to the Eastport 

Neighborhood Park in terms of traffic, use and 
access. 

• Recommend that adequate storm water controls 
be implemented. 

• Recommend that the developer work with City staff 
to provide 
– 5-10 acres be set aside for a neighborhood park. 
– 50-100 ft trail easement for the North Fork of the 

Grindstone Creek Trail be set aside.

The secretary may be an employee 
of the city.
