The reason for
rejection may include unbecoming conduct.

-Senior Flight is open to amateur golfers age 50 and over
as of June 9, 2012, wishing to compete in a 32 player
match play tournament.

-Consolation Bracket® will be a 16 player match play
tournament for players seeded 65-80 from the
Championship Flight in the qualifying round.

ENTRIES: Form, fee and closing date

Entrants shall apply on attached form. Copies are
acceptable. Entry fee of S65 shall be paid by every
applicant on or before June 6, 2012, 5:00 P.M. Entry fee
will not be refunded after the close of entries.

TEES

All participants of the Championship flight shall play from
the Blue tees, Senior Flight shall play from the White tees.
Consolation Bracket matches shall be played from the
White tees.

HIGH SCHOOL GOLFERS

Applicants still in High School are eligible to participate,
but, may not receive prize money. Therefore, they shall
pay an entry fee of 530.

PRACTICE PRIVILEGES

Entry fee does not include a practice round or cart.

RULES OF GOLF

Play will be governed by rules of golf as approved by the
USGA. Questions shall be settled by Rules Chairman,
whose decision shall be final.



GOLF BALLS

Only brands of golf balls on the 2012 USGA conforming
ball list may be used. The “one ball rule” will be in effect.
See condition and limitation set forth on page 101-102 of
the USGA Rules of Golf book.

CADDIES

A caddy may be used at any time during the
Championship.

TIME OF STARTING

The player must start at the time established by the
Committee.

PAIRINGS

Individual pairings within groups are done randomly to
offer each player an opportunity to play with a variety of
other players of similar ability. No preference requests
will be honored to protect the integrity of the
competition.

DISCONTINUANCE OF PLAY

Rule 6-8b details the procedure for discontinuance of
play. The penalty for a breach of Rule 6-8b s
disqualification. However, it is a condition of the
competition that, in potentially dangerous situations, play
shall be discontinued immediately following a suspension
of play by the Committee. If a player fails to discontinue
play immediately, he shall be disqualified unless
circumstances warrant waiving such penalty as provided
in Rule 33-7. An immediate suspension of play will be
signaled by a prolonged note of the siren.

-Discontinue Play Immediately: One prolonged note of
siren.

-Resume Play: Two short notes of siren, repeated.

RAIN OUT POLICY

If any portion of match play is canceled due to weather
the player with the top seeding shall advance to the next
round. Every effort will be made to play all matches, if
needed matches will be nine holes. If needed, the
consolation bracket will be canceled.

TIES DURING QUALIFYING ROUND

Ties for 64™ spot of Championship Flight, 32" spot of the
Senior Flight and 96" spot of the Consolation Bracket will
play-off beginning on #1, fifteen (15) minutes after final
group has finished. It is the player’s responsibility to be at
the play-off at the time of starting. Failure to appear will
result in disqualification from play-off. All other ties will
be decided by order in which scores are returned, the
first score to be returned receiving the lowest available
number, etc.

AUTOMOTIVE TRANSPORTATION

Players may walk or ride at any time during the
Championship.

CONDITIONS, SCHEDULES

The Championship Committee reserves the right to alter
the conditions and schedules herein. The decision of the
Championship Committee in any matter shall be final.
